Good communication 

with children is about listening and 

encouraging them to talk to you.

 Talking and listening to your children from a very young age will get you both 

into habits that become very useful once they’re teenagers. If you can build an 

open relationship where your children feel comfortable talking about what they 

have been doing and with whom, they’re much more likely to tell you about the 

details of their life once they are older.
